In order to create an effective capital campaign, the church has engaged the
services of Williams and Associates Fund Raising Consultants, a very
experienced capital campaign consulting organization. (Rev. Williams, the
principle consultant, is a very experienced United Church of Christ pastor
residing in New Hampshire.) Rev. Williams and his wife, Pat, have conducted
in-person interviews with church members and friends as a major part of the
Feasibility Study. The conclusion of the Feasibility Study will be a report back
meeting after worship open to members and friends on Sunday, June 27". At
this meeting, Rev. Williams will present his conclusions from the study regarding
the United Church Capital Campaign. This is planned to be a one hour
presentation with extensive time for questions and brainstorming.
